


Condos designed to complement area
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and one bathroom, to 1,305
square feet, with two bed-
rooms and two bathrooms.
Prices list from $149,900 to
$395,415. Each unit also has a
designated parking spot and
storage unit in the enclosed
parking garage as well as a
private courtyard.

Because the condos are
located just one block east of
the University of New Mexi-
co, Hinkes says he envisions
professors and graduate stu-
dents as tenants. “We expect
to attract people in their 30s
and 40s who are focused on
education or who are starting
careers and who love the
neighborhood, but who aren’t
willing to take on the commit-
ment, the expense and the

hassles of renovating the 50-

to 60-year-old homes in the
area.”
Hinkes also expects the

condos to be attractive to
boomers who are giving up
big houses with empty bed-
rooms for something “presti-
gious that reflects their sta-
tion in life.” He says he pic-
tures residents who travel a
lot or who want a second
home, a foothold in Albu-
querque that is low mainte-
nance and that can be left for
extended periods of time
without worrying about
growing grass or piling
leaves.

Four of the units are
designed for live/work. The
one-bedroom, second-floor
condos come with 300 square
feet of first-floor office space
facing Richmond. The space
is zoned for a low-noise, low-
odor business. Hinkes says it
would be perfect for an
accountant, real estate bro-
ker, lawyer or jewelry store.
The property, with a total of
742 square feet, is listed for

$230,020.

Hinkes, who works along
with his wife and son, has
experience building quality
residential infill projects on
underutilized or poorly uti-
lized sites. An example of the
developer’s work is Glen-
wood Lofts at Tramway and
Montgomery.

Hinkes is excited about the
unique design of one ten rich-
mond, which features unit
access through an open air,
private garden with benches,
planters and fountains. He
says guest access to the con-
dos will be through a locked
lobby with a call box “just
like Jerry Seinfeld’s build-
ing,” he said, referring to the
home of the main character
in the popular 1990s sitcom
“Seinfeld.”

The developers tried to
keep the units from feeling
boxy by adding angles and
curves. And they decided not

to include lofts, which can be
more difficult to furnish.
“There's plenty of livability,
privacy and efficiency in
these condos,” Hinkes says.

The smallest is 444 square
feet, with a living room, din-
ing area, open Kitchen, bed-
room, full bath and laundry
room. It lists for $149,000.
The largest unit has 1,305
square feet and includes a
great room that can be used
for both living and dining, an
open kitchen, two bedrooms
with large walk-in closets,
two full bathrooms and a
laundry room. List price is
$395 415.

The builder says there are
few upgrades available.
Instead, all units come with
standard features such as
windows on both ends of the
home, high ceilings with
crown molding, custom
maple cabinetry, solid quartz
surface countertops, stain-

less appliances, nickel fix-
tures, low E windows and
exterior doors, and high effi-
ciency gas heat and roof-
mounted refrigerated air-
conditioning.

In keeping with his philoso-
phy of fitting into the com-
munity, Hinkes says the
building will be a green pro-
ject. The developer is work-
ing on becoming LEED
(Leadership in Energy and
Environmental Design) certi-
fied by doing such things as
recycling the old building
materials, using environmen-
tally friendly or recycled
building materials, reducing
water consumption and mak-
ing the building energy effi-
cient.

Says Hinkes: “It really is
about revitalizing a neighbor-
hood, revitalizing a city and
showing what you can do
with a piece of land that was-
n't being well used.”
